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Description

This course in instructional design focuses on the acquisition and integration of basic pedagogical knowledge,
skills, and dispositions related to secondary teaching methods necessary to design, develop, deliver, and
evaluate effective instruction. Teacher candidates will become familiar with a variety of contemporary
constructivist teaching models to meet the needs of a culturally and intellectually diverse classroom population.
Includes demonstration of requisite knowledge, skills, and dispositions through authorship of a course rationale,
syllabus, four live (or with special permission videotaped) micro-teaching lessons, lesson quizzes, and a bnal
examination (which may be waived based upon performance on quizzes, teaching and assignments).

Prerequisites

This course is intended for Secondary Education PACE candidates. Exceptions require the consent of the
instructor.

Computer hardware and softwear minimums as listed in the PACE Handbook. Software: Microsoft Word
required. Students also need access to a web camera, Polycom and VPN software. If you have no DSL
connection, you will need a 8MM/mini-DVD/CD/DVD disk digital camera for recording micro-teaching lessons.

Overview of the Course

The prst bve lessons in the course are devoted to a deductive process in which you think about your catent
area and what is most important for students to know and be able to do. You will author a course rationale. You
will become familiar with authoring aims, goals, and objectives and with planning instruction. You will be
introduced to the Challenge Unit concept. The Challenge Unit should be viewed as accommodations you would
add to your lesson to ensure that the entire spectrum of students abilities can reach your objectives. You will
learn how to author correct learning objectives that contain condition, behavior, and criteria. After Lesson 4 you
will begin work on a draft syllabus using a provided template. You will later submit the syllabus as a Pnal
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document. The Pnal rationale and syllabus syllabus will eventually be placed in to your portfolio.

In the meantime, the next four lessons of the course focus on selected instructional models. From the model
lessons, you will plan and teach four micro-lessons using the web camera or a video recording device. You are
required to teach the Direct Instruction/Structured Lecture model. You then choose between the Concept
Attainment Model or the Concept Development Model for your second micro-lesson.

You are given more freedom to select your third and forth micro-lesson models depending upon your teaching
discipline. You may select from six different models the two models you would like to use for your third and forth
micro-lessons. You may skip the four remaining models. The models from which you may select are the Cause-
Effect Model (Social Studies, Literature, Health); Socratic Seminar Model (Social Studies, English); the
Vocabulary Acquisition Model (English, Social Studies, Science, Foreign Language); the Integrative Model
(Science, Social Studies, Health); or the Ten Steps Mathematics Model for your third and forth micro-lessons.
The Ten Steps model is discussed in the Blackboard content, not in the textbook.

In the third part of the course you will complete the chapters on Cooperative Learning and a Positive Learning
Environment.

The micro-lessons should be 15-20 minutes long and can be taught to friends, family members, or to a class of
students if one is available. You must have an audience. You will create audio visuals aids such as posters to
use as whiteboards in "simulating” your lessons. Specibc weeks have been identibed in the calendar foreach of
these models to be taught. You will reserve a time slot and teach the lesson using the web camera. If you have
no DSL connection, you will record the lessons using a digital camera, one that uses 8MM or MiniDVD tapes or
CD/DVD disks. Each lesson must be accompanied by 1] a correct lesson plan emailed to me in advance of the
lesson and 2] a self-evaluation submitted using the Blackboard Assignment Drop Box located on the left of your
screen.

There are online quizzes for the lessons and an online Pnal multiple-choice exam on material from chapters all
of you were required to complete. It is important that you do your best to adhere to the course schedule primarily
because of the micro-teaching and the impossibility of grading assignments if they were submitted late or near
the end of the course. It is also important that you read both the assigned text material and the accompanying
web content. Often students' errors, confusion, and questions can be eliminated if you thoroughly read the
material. Please also remember that there are Discussions. It is important that you provide your responses, but
also read the responses of others and respond to them with questions and your opinions and viewpoints.

The focus of the course content is in the Blackboard lessons. The text was selected because it supports to a
reasonable degree the course content. The assessments are based on both course and text content.

Due dates in the calendar shoud be taken seriously. Assignments received late will be penalized one letter
grade. | am not fond of such policies as this, but | have increasingly received late assignments that have made it
impossible to complete evaluations and provide feedback by the time grades are due and have spilled over into
breaks between semesters when | usually devote my time to updating and revising courses.
